Highlands Ranch Chamber Board Says
NO to Prop 101, Amendment 60, Amendment 61

The Chamber of Commerce of Highlands Ranch Board of Directors met with a representative of the
campaign in opposition to Prop 101, Amendment 60 and Amendment 61 to learn more about each ballot
guestion and how it would affect the business climate of Colorado. A representative of the supporting side of
the ballot questions was invited but did not attend.

After much discussion regarding the projected negative impact on its members and the business climate
in Colorado, the board unanimously voted to oppose Prop 101 and Amendments 60 and 61.

These measures, if successful, would take $4.2 billion out of the state system over a 4 year period of
time. Additionally, 70,000 permanent jobs are estimated to disappear should these measures prove victorious in
November.

In short, Amendment 60 and Proposition 101 will collapse Colorado’s economy. Amendment 61 shuts
down Colorado’s ability to build new buildings, roads, hospitals, college buildings, water systems and much
more. If these measures pass, Colorado will become a state where businesses and industries leave at rapid
pace due to the lack of ability to maintain and improve infrastructure.

Amendment 60 will cause schools to lose more than a billion dollars in funding each year. School
districts would be required to cut property taxes by 50%. The language also ensures that the state would backfill
for the school districts.

Amendment 61 would severely limit - even prohibit - what is known as “government borrowing”. The
state would be prohibited from using financial instruments like “revenue anticipation notes” and “certificates of
participation”. The state has used these tools for decades to even out cash flow. This amendment would require
the state to pay in cash for new infrastructure systems. This is the equivalent of paying for a home up front.

Prop 101 eliminates a major funding source for road and bridge construction across the state. The
annual vehicle registration fee would be cut to $10, which is the level it was at in 1919. CDOT estimates that it
would lose a quarter of its revenue. The state income tax would be reduced incrementally to 3.5%.

The Colorado Education Association has been a major partner since the beginning. They have agreed
to give $1 million to the campaign to defeat Prop 101, Amendment 60 and Amendment 61. The labor unions
have been strong partners in the process as well.

Coloradans for Responsible Reform (CFRR) has developed a very informative web site on these issues.
